
A variety of corneal diseases, infections and other complications can create the need for a
corneal transplant. Most donÕt know that corneal transplant, or penetrating keratoplasty, is the
most commonly performed organ transplant procedure in the U.S. 

Unlike most major organs, matching of donor and recipient is not necessary with a corneal
transplant. Since there is no lengthy wait for matching tissue, a corneal transplant can be
scheduled at the convenience of the surgeon and patient.

Corneal transplants, when performed on otherwise healthy people, have a success rate 
of 90 percent or greater. Highly-skilled corneal specialists have advanced training 
in corneal transplants, lamellar transplants, limbal stem cell transplants and amnionic
membrane grafts, and utilize the most modern technology available. 

In addition, many new, advanced techniques are available for certain common corneal
diseases like keratoconus and Fuchs Dystrophy. These include INTACSSM and endothelial cell
transplants. Also, corneal specialists can perform surgery for Pterygium Ð which are benign
but possibly sight-threatening growths that develop on either side of the cornea Ð with
conjunctival transplants that reduce the risk of recurrence by as much as 50 percent.
