The PRELEX procedure involves replacing your eyeÕs natural lens with an artificial lens
implant that has correct focusing power for the individualÕs eye. PRELEX is one of the safest
procedures that can be performed on the human body. The surgery is performed one eye at a
time Ð at least one week apart Ð and there is usually little to no discomfort.

Unlike monofocal (single focus) lens implants, PRELEX is a procedure that utilizes a special
multifocal lens implant Ð the Array lens. This lens creates a new Òvisual systemÓ inside the eye.
The Array lens has multiple zones of power, allowing you to see at far distances as well as
having improved near vision.

PRELEX can reduce the need for glasses in activities like reading, viewing text on a computer
screen or watching a movie. At the same time, if you play golf, you may be able to see where
your drive lands, sink your putt and write down the score, without glasses. 
When shopping, you may be able to read aisle signs and package labels, as well as count your
change, without glasses. And unlike with bifocals, these visual improvements do not require
head-tilting or neck strain.

Another benefit from PRELEX is that your vision will stabilize within weeks and wonÕt
change as you get older. PRELEX also eliminates the need for cataract surgery as you age.
